1. General Information
The Music Meetings in Turzno, scheduled for 25–30 August 2025, will include:
· the Master Piano Course,
· the Composition Course (27–30 August),
· the National Piano Competition (25–26 August),
· and the Vocal-Acting Workshops (27–28 August).
The organizer of both the Course and the Competition is the Maria Szymanowska Society.

2. Competition Venue
The auditions for the Piano Competition and the Laureates’ Concert will take place at Pałac Romantyczny in Turzno.

3. Eligibility
The Piano Competition is open to all students of primary and secondary music schools as well as university students.
Participation in the Piano Competition does not require participation in the Master Piano Course, and vice versa.

4. Jury
The Jury of the Piano Competition will consist of distinguished performing pianists and outstanding educat

7. Application Deadline
Applications for participation in the Competition will be accepted until 20 August 2025.

       I. Participation in the Master Piano and Composition Courses
Conditions for Participation in the Master Piano Course:
· Each participant is entitled to five 45-minute individual lessons with a lecturer.
· The schedule may be adjusted individually to fit each participant’s needs.
· All participants will have access to open lectures, workshops, and possible concerts.
· The course fee is 1,000 PLN.
· A final concert will be held at the end of the course.
· Submitting the application is equivalent to paying a 200 PLN registration fee to the provided account.
· The registration fee is non-refundable in case of withdrawal.
· Travel costs are covered by the participant.
· Minors must attend and stay under the supervision of an adult.
· In exceptional cases, minors may remain under the care of one of the course teachers.
· Deadline for applications: 20 August 2025.

                  II. Rules for Participation in the Piano Competition
The Piano Competition will be held on 13–14 September 2025. Participants will be divided into age groups based on their year of birth:
· Group I – born in 2015 and later
· Group II – born between 2012–2014
· Group III – born between 2009–2011
· Group IV – born between 2006–2008
· Group V – born in 2005 and earlier
Repertoire Requirements:
Each participant must perform at least two piano pieces.
· The repertoire is free to choose, but it is recommended that it demonstrates a variety of technical and expressive abilities.
· Original compositions by participants are permitted.
· All pieces must be performed from memory.
Performance Duration:
· Group I – up to 8 minutes
· Group II – up to 12 minutes
· Group III – up to 16 minutes
· Group IV – up to 20 minutes
· Group V – up to 25 minut
                                             III. Awards and Prizes
The Jury will award First, Second, and Third Prizes, as well as Honorable Mentions in each age group.
A public list of winners with their respective awards will be published.
· All participants will receive certificates of participation.
· All prize winners will receive laureate certificates.
· First Prize and Special Award winners will be recognized separately.
Special Awards:
· Best performance of a work by Fryderyk Chopin
· Best performance of a work by Miłosz Magin
· Best performance of works promoting the music of Maria Szymanowska
· Award for the Artistic Personality of the Turzno 2025 National Piano Competition
The Jury reserves the right to withhold prizes, divide prizes and ranks ex-aequo, and to award special prizes at their discretion.
The decisions of the Jury are final and not subject to appeal.
